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REPORT FROM HEAD OF DISCIPLINE

2008 has been a year of further change, as well as consolidation.

The Discipline lost the services of Dr Nicholas Potts, and we wish him well in private practice.
His position at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital will be transferred to the Lyell McEwin Health
Service and the Discipline’s presence there will be consolidated.  The Clinical Academic, Dr
Balaji Motamarri, also left during the year and his absence from Modbury will be sorely felt as
his teaching was particularly valued by students. It is a pleasure to note that one of Dr
Motamarri’s junior colleagues, Dr Edward Foo, received a teaching award on the
recommendation of medical students, and he is to be congratulated.

2008 also saw the retirement of another clinical academic, Clinical Professor Johan
Schioldann. His contribution to the teaching of psychopathology, his pathographical research,
and also his soon to be published book on the history of the clinical introduction of Lithium,
have been recognised by him being awarded the title of Emeritus Professor by the University of
Adelaide. Our warmest congratulations go to Emeritus Professor Schioldann.

During 2008 we have seen the benefit of the appointment of our Discipline Administrator, Mrs
Ann Francis, and Senior Research Officer, Dr Shona Crabb. Mrs Francis has gradually
brought order to the at times complicated re-alignment of the Discipline within the School of
Medicine in the Faculty of Health Sciences, and Dr Crabb has been involved in the submission
of a number of research grants, as well as participating in other research activities within the
Discipline. It is also a pleasure to note that Ms Tracy Air, Research Officer, successfully
completed a Masters degree in Biostatistics, a degree formulated by a consortium of seven
Australian Universities through the University of Melbourne. This provides additional statistical
expertise for the Discipline.

Important modifications to the teaching program at all levels have been implemented, and the
teaching review chaired by Professor Cherrie Galletly has been successful in introducing more
scientific psychiatry into the undergraduate medical course. Associate Professor Anna Chur-
Hansen has overseen Years 1-3 teaching; Associate Professor Les Koopowitz has supervised
the Year 4 program; Professor Cherrie Galletly has supervised the Year 6 program as well as
having an overview of teaching; and Professor Helen Winefield has overseen the post-graduate
students. Their reports are noted separately on pages 40-44 of this report.

The contribution of clinical academics has been invaluable, and at the Women’s and Children’s
Hospital they were seminal to the success of the fourth year program being introduced at that
site, under the supervision of Clinical Associate Professor Jureidini. The sixth year program
has continued to be favourably regarded by undergraduates, and its expansion to six weeks
from the current four in 2009 is an added endorsement of the importance of psychiatry at the
undergraduate level.

Research has flourished in a number of areas, as can be seen in the publications. Dr Geoff
Schrader had been successful in gaining research funds to pursue the work of his team at the
interface of psychiatry and cardiology; Ms Tracy Air has assisted in a number of projects
including an analysis of frequent attenders at Emergency Departments; Professor Helen
Winefield has chaired a Health Department project on the assessment of the determinants and
epidemiology of psychological distress in South Australia; Associate Professor Anna Chur-
Hansen has continued her educational research, as well as developing a theme on companion
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animals with Professor Winefield; Professor Cherrie Galletly has pursued a number of areas,
including schizophrenia; and Dr Kirsten Dunn, Hanson Institute Research Fellow, and
Professor Bob Goldney have examined depression and mental health literary in the community
with colleagues from the Health Department. In addition, a number of new research students
have joined the Discipline during the year, and details are provided elsewhere.

We have also had the benefit of student representatives, Ms Chloe Ey (Year 6) and Mss Marny
O'Riley and Sarah Middleton (Year 4), providing input at Discipline meetings, and the
Undergraduate Psychiatry Association has continued to provide a forum which assists in
keeping psychiatry visible within the Faculty of Health Sciences.

2008 has been very much a team effort, as will be seen by the varied responsibilities of
Discipline members. However, special thanks are due to Dr Shona Crabb, who has again
compiled this annual report, and to the Deputy Head of the Discipline, Associate Professor
Anna Chur-Hansen, whose commitment and enthusiasm has been particularly valued.

From this year of consolidation we look forward to the future.

TEACHING IN THE DISCIPLINE OF PSYCHIATRY

Undergraduate teaching

Years 1-3 MBBS teaching

In 2008 the Discipline of Psychiatry continued its participation in teaching activities in the MBBS
undergraduate program in Years 1 to 3. Professor Cherrie Galletly chaired a review of
Psychiatry teaching in the MBBS program. As part of this review, Professor Galletly,
A/Professors Chur-Hansen, Koopowitz and Jureidini and Dr Schrader convened small
interdisciplinary groups to review aspects of Psychiatry teaching, including an appraisal of the
problem based learning cases presented to students and the accompanying lecture and
reading materials. A number of recommendations were made for change. Tiger Leaton from
the Medical Learning and Teaching Unit kindly facilitated the review process.

All academic staff in Psychiatry and many of our title holders lecture in the first three years of
the MBBS. In addition to this face-to-face teaching, Psychiatry is represented on each of the
Year Curriculum Committees. A/Professor Chur-Hansen is on the Year 1 Committee, Dr Geoff
Schrader on Year 2 and Professor Helen Winefield on Year 3. In addition, Professor Winefield
represents Psychiatry on the Medical Personal and Professional Development (MPPD) Review
Committee — in the Medical School Psychiatry falls under the MPPD “stream” of learning and
teaching. We have introduced exam questions on psychosocial aspects of health and medical
care, at every opportunity, and also participated in OSCEs at multiple year-levels.

Professor Galletly also chaired the 3 Psychiatry Teaching and Learning Seminar in November
2009, This was attended by clinical lecturers and academic staff, along with members of the
MLTU, Professor Faull and Associate Professor Tonkin. The seminar was very successful in
building on progress made in the two previous meetings, ensuring that we provide optimal
clinical and academic teaching for our students.

Associate Professor Anna Chur-Hansen is the coordinator of Years 1-3 teaching.

Year 4 MBBS Teaching

In 2008 the clinical teaching of Fourth Year medical students was expanded to include Boylan
Ward at the Women’s and Children’s Hospital and Woodleigh House at Modbury Hospital.
Thanks to the dedication of the Clinical Title Holders — in particular, Dr Balaji Motammari and
his team at Woodleigh House, and Associate Professor Jon Jureidini and his team at Boylan
Ward - these additional sites added to the already positive experience that students at Cleland
House (Glenside Campus), Cramond Clinic (The Queen Elizabeth Hospital), Ward 1G (Lyell
McEwin Health Service) and Ward C3 (Royal Adelaide Hospital). Students also gave feedback
that they were made to feel particularly welcome at the Northern, Western and Eastern
Community Teams and Assessment and Crisis Intervention Services as well as the Intensive
Care Wards attached to the various Units. Particular mention is made of Brentwood Ward on
Glenside Campus, where the enthusiasm of the staff and consultants provided a unique
teaching and learning experience. At the suggestion of the medical students, and taking into
account the burden of their travelling commitments, changes have been implemented for 2009,
with the addition of one week introductory course, situated at the Medical School.

Associate Professor Les Koopowitz is the coordinator of Year 4 teaching.
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Year 6 MBBS Teaching

Student feedback from 2008 was very positive. Students participated in a wide range of clinical
placements including Port Lincoln and Katherine (NT). Sara Yusuf won the HK Fry Memorial
Prize in Psychological Medicine for her essay “Stigmatisation of those with mental illness and
the neglect of physical symptoms while under psychiatric care.” In 2009, students will have
more exposure to psychiatry during 6! year as we are changing from 4 week to 6 week clinical
placements. A number of new placements have been developed to cater for the increasing
numbers of students.

Professor Cherrie Galletly is the coordinator of Year 6 teaching.

Electives teaching

The Discipline of Psychiatry offers two electives which are taken by Medical students,
Psychology students and Health Sciences students, as well as a small number of students from
the Humanities and Social Sciences. Both electives are co-ordinated by A/Professor Anna
Chur-Hansen.

In Semester 1 students can enrol in Person, Culture and Medicine (PCM), which considers the
areas of food and eating, sex and relationships, pain, death and dying from the disciplines of
psychology, psychiatry, anthropology and biology. The teachers involved in this course for
2008 were A/Professor Anna Chur-Hansen, Dr Kirrilly Thompson, who is a cultural
anthropologist and Visiting Research Fellow in the Discipline of Anthropology, Professor Maciej
Henneberg, from the Discipline of Anatomical Sciences, and Mel Baak, who completed PCM in
2000 (its inaugural year) and who is now studying for her Doctorate in Education.

In Semester 2 students are offered Emotion, Culture and Medicine (ECM), which examines
human emotions, and particularly happiness, sadness, anger and fear from the perspectives of
psychology, psychiatry, anthropology and neurobiology. In 2008 the classes were conducted
by A/Professor Anna Chur-Hansen, Dr Susan Hemer, a social anthropologist from the
Discipline of Anthropology, A/Professor Les Koopowitz, Professor Bob Goldney, and Dr Chris
Wurm, a medical practitioner and Visiting Scholar in Psychiatry.

Contributions to other undergraduate curricula

Academic staff in Psychiatry contribute to other curricula in the University at undergraduate
level in addition to the MBBS. A/Professor Anna Chur-Hansen teaches about cross-cultural
and indigenous matters and reflective practice in the Nursing Program and in Psychology.
Professor Winefield and Dr Crabb both teach in the Psychology curriculum, in the areas of
Health Psychology and Stress, Health and Coping, and Public Health Psychology, respectively.

An innovation this year has been the introduction of panel reviews for newly enrolled
postgraduate research students.

There
is a huge literature on this subject in psychiatry. The initial stage of my PhD research has been
concerned with describing how what we now call auditory hallucinations were reported in the
past. This has involved reading the accounts of such historical figures as Socrates, Joan of Arc,
and Teresa of Avila.

| am currently carrying out a series of interviews with people who hear voices. My participants
have been diagnosed with either schizophrenia or schizoaffective disorder. Interviews are
unstructured in order to give participants free rein in how they want to talk about their voices.
Participants are also interviewed several times so as to obtain a more complex account of their
experiences. As my background is in Applied Linguistics | am particularly interested in how
their voices use language. The next stage of my research will be to describe the grammatical
features of what their voices say.
